QUEENSTOWN FUN &
45 EXCITEMENT IN THE ADVENTURE CAPITAL

This is a fun packed trip to Queenstown, NZ’s most famous destination with Gondo-
la & luge and Puzzling World included.
Optional activities are zip line, jet boating, bungy, sky diving and shopping.

Day 1 —485km, 7 hours driving plus stops

Leave Christchurch early in the morning. Traveling across the Canterbury plains and having an early lunch stop
in Fairlie at the famous Fairlie Bakehaus. From there it’s on for a quick stop at Lake Tekapo, Lake Pukaki with
views to Mt Cook and Omarama to Cromwell, a town famous for its fruit orchards and Mrs Jones fruit shop.
(Try the real fruit ice-cream). Arrive in Queenstown late afternoon in time for a famous Fergburger for dinner.
In the evening we will relax in the hostel ready for a fun filled day 2. (Fairlie pies, Lake Tekapo, Lake Pukaki,
Mt Cook views, Mrs Jones, Queenstown, Ferg Burger)

Stay at the Pinewood Lodge

Day 2 — Option Day 1 80k, 1 hours driving plus stops

Today you can choose some of the optional fun things you would like to do—see the permission list. There are
two planned activities and first off we start the morning off with a trip up the gondola to see the spectacular
views of Queenstown. At the top enjoy exciting luge rides (3 rides included). The other planned activity is out
to the Kawarau Bridge for those wanting to do exciting things like bungy jumping or a zipline ride. There will be
some free time in the afternoon to explore central Queenstown. In the evening we will relax in the hostel with
a yummy home cooked meal. (Skyline gondola & luge, Kawarau Bungy Bridge, Shopping)

Stay at the Pinewood Lodge

Day 3—Option Day 2 — 80k, 1 hours driving plus stops

This is our second option day but we also plan to visit the Shotover Jet base and Arrowtown, an historic gold
mining town with a great Sweet shop! Remember the optional activity list and decide in advance what you
want to do. Make sure your parents give you the ok and sign the form! There will also be some free time to
catch up on the shopping you missed yesterday. We’'ll make sure we stop at Queenstown Central so you see
something different (Shotover Jet, Arrowtown, Queenstown Central)

Stay at the Pinewood Lodge

Day 4 — 505km, 7.5 hours driving plus stops

An early start heading over the Crown Range to Wanaka where we have a short stop in the town and lake
shore before heading out to Puzzling World and the Maze. We leave Wanaka around 12 pm to drive through
to Lake Tekapo. There is a stop at the salmon farm along the way if time permits. From there we head back
north stopping at Geraldine for an ice cream. Then back on the road to Christchurch where we plan to arrive
around 5:30 pm. (Wanaka, Puzzling World, Salmon Farm, Geraldine, Ice cream)
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Included: 3 nights dorm accommodation (4-8 per room), 3 dinner (incl 1 fergburger), 3 breakfast, Transport,
Guiding, Puzzling World and Gondola & 3 luge
